“The ark not only symbolized God’s presence, but presented the balanced picture of the . Inside

the ark rested the law of God, representing His standard of justice. Above the ark stood the bloodstained
mercy seat (see Lev. 16:15, 16), coming between the immutable divine law and the Shekinah glory of God’s
presence enthroned upon the ark. Thus the eye of faith—penetrating beneath the blue cloth and badger skin
and veil that covered the ark as it traveled (see Num. 4:5,6)—could discern the beauty of the gospel, God’s
holy justice and judgment against sin combined with His mercy and forgiving grace based upon the
substitutionary blood of Christ” (Richard Davidson, In the Footsteps of Joshua, p. 57-58).
