. Will God indeed dwell with men on earth? God Himself had told Moses to have them build a sanctuary so He

could dwell among them (Exodus 25:8). So the answer is —God will indeed dwell with men on earth.

“And may You hear the supplications of Your servant and of Your people Israel, when they pray toward this

place. from heaven Your dwelling place, and when You hear, ”” (2 Chronicles 6:21).

. Notice his request—when You hear, forgive. This is a burden on Solomon’s mind during this dedication

prayer because he essentially repeats that same request 4 more times.

Hear and forgive, hear and . times! (2 Chronicles 6:21, 25, 27, 30, 39)

“Hear from heaven, and act, and Your servants, bringing retribution on the wicked” (2 Chronicles
6:23).

“Hear from heaven Your dwelling place, and  according to all for which the foreigner calls to You, that all

peoples of the earth may know Your name and fear You...” (vs. 33)

Isaiah says God’s house was to be a house of for nations (Isa. 56:7). Indeed, God hears the

prayers of people from every nation.

“Hear from heaven their prayer and their supplication, and their cause.” (vs. 35)
.2 Ch. 7:1-2 says, “When Solomon had finished praying, came down from heaven and consumed the
burnt offering and the sacrifices; and the of the LORD filled the temple. And the priests could not enter

the house of the LORD, because the glory of the LORD had filled the LORD’s house.”

John 1:14 says, “...the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we beheld His glory, the as of the
only begotten of the Father, full of grace and truth.”
“It will be seen that the glory shining in the face of Jesus is the glory of self-sacrificing . In the light from

Calvary it will be seen that the law of self-renouncing love is the law of life for earth and heaven; that the love
which ‘seeketh not her own’ has its source in the heart of God... (Ellen G. White, Desire of Ages, pg. 20).
